OVERALL COMMENTS  

	 The lesson ‘Etymology of names’ was applied to 10th grade students. Few of the lesson’s contents had to be adapted for Romanian names and meanings. 

 The students easily filled in the questionnaire, which accounted for a successful speaking activity. The dissemination of the questionnaires showed that a great number of students don’t know what their name means, while few had no idea of the origin of their names. This activity arouses students’ interest toward the origin of their names and their meanings.

The matching activity was not considered to be difficult; as the similarities helped the students carry out the task successfully. Also, the list of the meaning of names as well as finding out what some famous names mean developed students’ ability to search for new and specific information.

The listening activity further revealed the students some of the issues concerning name changing, as they were not familiar with such practices. 

Overall, the lesson reached its purpose and made an impact on the students, made them curious and eager to find out more about themselves, about their family. The handouts were appropriate for the activities planned, and the questionnaire was clear and concise.
