SUBJECT:ENGLISH

GRADE/LEVEL STUDENTS` AGE:-15/16
DURATION:2 CLASSES 

OBJECTIVES:

Main Objective

Students will see the relationship between a country’s level of industrialization and its population growth rate. They will also observe that, over time, as a country becomes more industrialized, its population growth rate decreases. Showing students new ways of understanding of “Culture” and “Cultural capacity” . Forming respect to other cultures and traditions. 
Learning Outcomes

By the end of the lesson, students will be able to:

· understand the relationship between a country’s level of industrialization and its population growth rate;

· better understand population distribution in the world.
· Better understand differences in culture.
· Cultural capacity and awareness.
TITLE:

The global village
       INTRODUCTION:

· The lesson will open with the teacher asking the students to imagine if the total population of the world was just 100 people
· Students formulate guesses (before they see the numbers) as to how many of the 100 people would fall into given categories 

       Read and listen.

Warm up
Books closed. Write the following foodstuffs on the board: chocolate, tea, coffee, wine, bananas and rice.  Ask students which countries these things come from. Ask students whether they think it is cheap to buy food from developing countries abroad. If so why? Do they live? Do they think people should be paid the same amount for producing these things, regardless of where they live. Use this discussion to pre-teach the key words developing countries, consumers and wages.

      ACTIVITY 2:| Read and listen

Warm up

Ask students to guess how many people live in the world and how many live in  Asia.  Africa and Europe. What percentage of people do they think have an internet / own a car / have a bank account have electricity in their houses? Invite students offer their guesses, but don’t comment on them at this stage. 

· Tell students they are going to look at some statistical information from a website. The website is given in the book. Read through the first paragraph of the text with them and make sure they understand the concept of viewing the world as a “village” of 100 people. In groups, students read the text, discussing and guessing the missing information together. Ask them to fill in their answers in pencil.

· Play the recording while students listen, read and complete the gaps with the correct information. Students compare answers with a partner. Then play the recording again, pausing if necessary for clarification. Check the answers in open class and invite students to comment on the information.

Welcome to our Global Village – the village Earth. In our Village there are 100 people: 51 female and 49 male. 61 people are Asian. 12 people are European. 14 people are Americans, from North and South America. And there are 13 Africans. 13 people don’t have enough to eat, or are actually dying from hunger. More than 40 people in the village live without basic sanitation, and 16 people live without water that can be drunk. Roughly 14 adults in the village are illiterate. Only seven are educated at secondary level. Eight people have a computer, and four have an internet connection. Eight people have a car each, and 10 per cent of the houses are powered by electricity. Some people keep their food in a refrigerator, and they represent about 75 per cent of entire population of the village. Six people in our village own 59 per cent of the entire wealth of all people in our community. 47 peoples have 2 dollars a day or a less to live on. Perhaps if you have a bank account, you are one of the 30 wealthiest people in the village. Of all the money that the village spends every year, about5-5 per cent is spent on weapons and war, roughly 3-4 per cent is spent on schools and university, and something like 2.6 per cent is spent on keeping people healthy. Next year, there will be 105 people in the village. Work with passion, Love without needing to be loved, Appreciate what you have. And do your best for a better world.

5] Unfortunately, the survey showed that far more young people
care about Fair Trade than the rest of the public, with roughly
60 per cent of young people recognising the ‘Fair Trade’ label
compared to 20 per cent of the general population. In addition,
almost 50 per cent of young people say they buy Fair Trade
products on a regular basis, compared to only 5 per cent of the
general population. Many adults express the worry that if Fair
Trade is not controlled, it might become just another fashion.
Big companies might take advantage of consumers’ concern and
try to get away with selling their ‘normal’ products under a
trendy label. Some older people said they wanted to see new
rules and regulations to guarantee real Fair Trade products. For
now, at least, it seems to be more difficult to bring older people
round to the idea of buying Fair Trade.
