Subject: History
Duration: 90 min
Grade level: 11-th level, 17 year-olds
Title:  Local traditions in cooking, traditional clothes, and local speech.
Objectives: 
research and describe local traditions in cooking, traditional clothes, and speech.
Methods and Approaches – 
interview with parents and grand parents of the students, research in the local library, museum, and internet resources.

Materials: 
Procedures/Activities: 
The first step is a description of the tasks, sharing the tasks between the students’ groups. The first group researches local traditions in cooking and makes posters with recipes and pictures of local dishes. The second one makes models of the traditional clothes using dolls. The third one collects local words, phrases, and alias in a special dictionary. 
During one month every group makes their researches. 
The lesson begins with short story of Razlog. The presents of the parents is kindly requested. 

Then every group presents their work.

The first group presents models, describing how are possible to make these kinds of clothes, which kind of materials were used, when the urban population used these clothes. They prepared models themselves and their parents helped them.

The second one presents their dictionary and describe how and when is possible to use some of the most popular local words, phrases. Researching the aliases they used to use a first-hand account.

The third group presents local traditions in cooking using photo materials, detailed description of the recipes. 

At the end of the lesson some of mothers prepare dishes demonstrating how to cook following local traditions. 
Evaluation: There is a rating for every student, because they worked during a month to complete the task.
