	· to help students write a description of an aspect of a holiday from a foreign country.

· to have students choose and draw a picture of an aspect of a holiday from a foreign culture. 

· to develop oral language skills. 

· to develop positive esteem against foreign cultures.  

· to help students become part of the social and academic life of their classrooms and the world.
· to help students learn to give and receive compliments.


	Teaching-Learning Methods and Techniques
	 Listening, Question-Answer, Writing, Reading, Active learning, Comparison, Drawing, Making surveys, Discussion

	Materials 
	Teacher: Real objects, board, teacher’s notes, dictionaries, audio-visual aids.

	Teaching-Learning Activities 
	1. Teacher asks students to tell him or her about a holiday in a foreign country.
2. List some possible holidays: TRIFON ZAREZAN DAY (BULGARIAN HARVEST DAY), Dia de Portugal (PORTUGAL NATIONAL DAY) etc.
3. Have students think about questions people might ask them about these holidays. (Do they do a special        dance? What food do they eat? What do they wear?)
4. Have students research Bulgarian, Romanian, Portuguese, Greek, Italian, Polish holidays on the internet.
5. Ask parents to help their children choose a holiday and discuss it with them using the list of questions the            students had generated.

6. Review with students how to write a paragraph.
7. When students finish the discussion of the questions at home, ask them to choose one aspect of their holiday to draw and write about.  

8. Have students draw their pictures and then write about the holiday they chose. 

9. Have students give a short talk to their group about their holidays. They should practice giving compliments and making positive statements about each others’ work.

10. Ask students to take their work to their classroom to share with classmates and teacher.
        11.  Hang the work up in a visible place.
