	belief that one's own group (culture, race, country) is better than others are

	a statement that does not include details or important differences



	ghetto
	A section of a city in which Jews were required to live surrounded by walls; has been adopted to include sections or cities predominantly inhabited by minority groups which may have socio-economic rather than physical barriers.

	hostility (n) 
hostile (adj)
	anger, hatred, strong opposition

	a negative, unfair opinion about a person or group of people, usually based on limited information or limited experience



	propaganda
	Information which is used to promote a cause or to injure or enhance the reputation of a group, individual, or position, and which may either not be factual, may "bend" the facts, or does not tell the entire story, in order to suit the purposes of the author. 

	racism (n)
	belief that an ethnic group is superior or inferior to other groups

	scapegoat (n)
	A person or group who is given the blame for the mistakes or failures of others, promoted through the use of propaganda. 

	stereotype (n)
	a very simple, often mistaken, generalization about a group of people
